Durham, LSE and Warwick have joined Imperial and Cambridge to
incorporate the Test of Mathematics for University Admission
(TMUA) into their selection process for 2025 entry. The world-class,
research-intensive institutions will be using the TMUA to select
students for a number of Maths and Statistics-based courses, as well
as some in Economics, Computer and Data Science. The TMUA is one
of two computer-based assessments that will be delivered by
University Admissions Tests-UK (UAT-UK) for 2025 entry.

Long-awaited plans to award UCAS points to apprenticeships have
been revealed by the university admissions body. From this
September, people completing level 3 apprenticeships could be
awarded up to 112 UCAS points to apply to universities, depending
on the length of their apprenticeship. This is great news as it means
you can do a Level 3 Apprenticeship at the end of Year 11 and still go
onto university.
